Copmonent TRegMru was created for supplying   applications with standard function - add most recent files to menu and load them after clicking on these added menuitems - I don't know why Borland doesn't support with this feature -  Microsoft Visual C++ AppWizard add this function automaticly. To write this component I used code of component TFlexMenu by Peter Hellinger Software - it's very nice component, thank to its author for design it and publication of it's source code, but it doesn't give a possibility to save recent files - in TRegMru this possibility added - you can save recent files in registry and after restart program saved files will be automaticly added to selected menuitem.


Also you can use this component for working with registry - all properties and methods of TRegistry class are available - just set property ActiveRegistry to TRUE, and work with it. 


This component is freeware, so you can use it without any limitations, but I'll be very gratefull to anyone, who will find any bugs or add new features and inform me.

Description of properties and methods.


Properties:


ActiveRegistry, Boolean: creates TRegistry object, if true or destroys this object, if false (of course if it was created before). This property just for working with registry independent of mru - when component reads or writes mru files, it creates and destroys TRegistry object itself.


ApplicationName, string: name of application to create a key for saving mru files list.


ApplicationVersion, string: also for saving file list.


CompanyName, string: also.


LazyWrite, Boolean: how to write to registry - see TRegistry Help.


MaxItems, Integer: max number of items to add, if -1 - no limitation.


MenuItem, TMenuItem: menuitem where to add mru items.


NumberItems, Boolean: if TRUE first 9 items is numbered and created shortcuts to them (Alt + 1 .. Alt + 9).


OwnerName, TComponent: name of the parent component, used for creating registry key.


RootKey, TRootKey: root key of registry.


Section, String: name of section to write mru list.


Separator, Boolean: separate mru items from another items or not.


SerializeList, Boolean: save lisst in registry or not.


Methods:


Function Add (const Title: string;Checked, Enabled: Boolean; Tag: integer; Index: integer = 0) - adds new item to set menuitem, parameter Index I used for saving in registry integer data about specified file (it was primary key field of database record - to retrieve information about the file quickly).


Function RemoveMenuItem(FileName: string) - removed menuitem with specified FileName, if exists.


procedure ReadSavedItems - reads registry and update mru list. (if Serialized = TRUE this operation performs automaticly).


procedure SaveMenuItems - saved menuitems to registry  (if Serialized = TRUE this operation performs automaticly).


function GetItemIndex(item: TMenuItem) returns itemindex of specified menuitem in the list.


procedure GetAllMenuItems - generates OnGetMenuItems event for every menuitem in the list.


Events:


OnItemClick: occurs when user click on specified menuitem, returns pointer to menuitem and filename, if you set CanDelete to true, menuitem will be deleted (for example if file invalid or doesn't exist).


OnGetMenuItems - occurs one time for every menuitem when GetAllMenuItems called, returns pointer to specified menuitem.





Other methods is equal to corresponding methods of TRegistry - you can see Delphi Help File.





I used this component with Delphi 4, but I don't see any problem to use it with other versions - just remove default parameter Index from function Add if your version doesn't support default parameters - make it regular parameter.
